BlendMount Adjustment Tips

There are quite a few BlendMount adjustments that can be made. Some vehicles that have a sunroof may have limited clearance and may need to try some
of these adjustments. 1 - Since the BlendMount is attached to the mirror stem, you can grab the BlendMount and move it up-down, left-right, or even rotate it
utilizing the windshield pivot. 2 - The shaft collar can slide along the mirror stem toward the mirror or the windshield. 3 - The angle has multiple holes that can
be used to connect it to the stand-off. 4 - The angle may also rotate on the stand-off. 5 - As a final FINE adjustment, detach the monitor from the angle and
slightly reposition it if needed. You should be able to move the monitor about 3/16” in any direction and still have a secure attachment with the 3M Dual Lock.

CAUTION
DO NOT use this mount if it interferes with the adjustability or the operation of your rear view mirror in any way.
Consult your vehicle’s manufacturer if your vehicle has air bags under the A-pillar cover (if routing an extension cable) and if your rear view mirror has any
type of safety sensors that might be affected with the use of this mount.
